The trees will need to be brought to the castle and set up on Thursday 14th or Friday 
15th November - between 9.30am and 4.00pm  
Trees will need to be collected at the end of the festival on Monday  25th November 
between 9.30am and 4.00pm. 
Entering a tree is FREE however you can make a donation which will go towards the 
festival organisation costs with any excess going to helping manage the Park.
